e Due to the ongoing federal government shutdown, November SNAP benefits may be delayed. SNAP benefits cannot be issued
for November unless federal funding is authorized.
e OTDA will notify SNAP households by November 1, 2025 on the status of November SNAP benefits through the OTDA
website, NYC ACCESS HRA, myBenefits, the ebtEDGE app, and through text message.
